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THE CELEBRATION OF ST. SAVA'S SCHOOL FEAST IN PRIMARY SCHOOLS
OF THE KOLUBARA DISTRICT IN 1945 AND 1946

Summary: This paper examines how the new authorities approached the celebration
of St. Sava’s Day as a school feast in the first years following the Second World War, with a par-
ticular focus on primary schools in the Kolubara District during 1945 and 1946. Through an
analysis of preserved archival documents, the study explores the ways in which the state sought
to direct and control the observance of this holiday, as well as the extent to which the tradition-
al practice managed to persist under new socio-political circumstances.
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
